Class 14 D9518 has arrived at Williton on the West Somerset Railway. The locomotive has been purchased by a DEPG member and may donated into the groups trust in the near future. 

The loco is currently in national coal board livery and requires some extensive repairs. It’s hoped these can be progressed over the next couple of years. This loco will be particularly useful for the future especially when paired up with D9526. Currently a single class 14 is limited to just a few coaches over the railway meaning its duties are restricted to shorter trains. In the future a pair will be able to haul normal length trains. 

The loco needs some big jobs completed like a full re-wire and tyre turning before it would be ready for traffic so it may be a while. 

Meanwhile Class 03 Shunter 03119 has now left the railway to a new home following Class 25 D7523. We wish the locos and new owner all the best for the future.
